Government leaders encourage you to take
advantage of full property tax abatement for 15
years for all LEED-certified buildings in the City
of Cincinnati. Ohio also offers state tax credits for
GREEN energy industries.

The City’s aggressive Green Cincinnati Plan includes
recommendations that reduce pollution, conserve
natural resources, improve public health, create jobs
and save money. The plan includes ramped up
recycling, free parking for electric vehicles and an
urban agriculture program.

Greater Cincinnati Energy Alliance

The Greater Cincinnati Energy Alliance - a non-profit
organization that provides education, expertise and
innovative financing to make Cincinnati more energy
efficient ~was recently awarded a $17 million grant
from the U.S. Department of Energy.

Parks and Recreation

Outside Magazine ranked Cincinnati in its top 10
cities, calling it ‘an incredibly easy city’ in which to live
with its excellent parks and access to hiking, climbing
and kayaking.

The Cincinnati parks system, with its five regional and
70 neighborhood parks and 34 nature preserves, has
been rated ‘excellent’ by the Trust for Public Land.
USA Today ranked Cincinnati parks as one of the top
three urban park systems in the United States.

The Hamilton County parks system includes 21 parks,
spanning more than 16,000 acres. Many first-timers
to Cincinnati say it’s like a city within a park!

The Cincinnati Zoo & Botanical Gardens, recently
named “The Greenest Zoo in America,” received the
Supernova Star of Energy Efficiency Award from the
Alliance to Save Energy. In 2009, the Zoo opened its
new Platinum LEED-certified entrance and has
embarked on an innovative program to eliminate
storm water run off from its property.

sponsored the installation of 114 solar panels,
making the project the largest solar exhibition in
Ohio on a building that is on the National Register
of Historic Places.

Duke Energy will install more than 1 million smart
meters over the next five years, providing Cincinnati
electric and gas customers the opportunity to
monitor and, through a variety of programs, reduce
their energy usage.

Within 200 miles of Cincinnati USA, there are more
than 300 colleges and universities conferring
degrees from associate to doctoral in a broad range
of subjects.

University of Cincinnati

UC is a national leader in sustainability, with six
LEED Green buildings. UC was named to the
Princeton Review’s list of GREEN universities - the
only public university in Ohio to make the list - and
is home to one of the top-three-ranked architecture
schools as well as the #1 ranked graphic design
schools in the country. With Procter & Gamble’s
headquarters also in Cincinnati, we are a global
center for green consumer packaging and design.

Cincinnati State Technical and Community College
Cincinnati State offers a major in Renewable Energy,
as well as Ohio's first Sustainable Design and
Construction Certificate.

Cincinnati Public Schools

Ohio leads the nation and Cincinnati leads Ohio in
the number of LEED-registered schools. CPS is
incorporating sustainability in its curriculum and has
a K-12 science-technology-engineering-mathematics
program emphasizing hands-on, inquiry-based
learning, with a demonstration laboratory for
educators and college students.
