Please Describe Project in One Sentence:

To create a customer friendly link between the NBD’s north and south boundaries by installing curbs and
improving the sidewalks along Twain Avenue, while also improving on-street parking for patrons.

Detailed Project Description:

Sayler Park's Business District primarily falls along Gracely Dr., but also extends one block north on Twain
Ave. to encompass several long-standing and new businesses.

Twain Ave. is an unimproved street that suffers from very limited on-street parking, as well as narrow
sidewalks. Although Twain physically acts as the eastern border to the Business District, it feels neglected and
uninviting to both visitors seeking parking and pedestrians.

A 2017-2018 NBDIP grant provided funds for survey work, proposed concepts and preliminary estimates from
DOTE. $30,000 was awarded, but only $10,000 has been spent to date, with $20,000 remaining to further the
project.

Limited parking has hindered business growth in the NBD for many years. Aithough the addition of some on-
street parking spaces in the Westend of the district has been a boon for businesses there, parking remains a
big challenge for businesses in the East end. Currently, when parking spots on Gracely Dr. are full, customers
turn onto Twain in the hope of finding a spot but are only met by deep ruts on the side of the road, making it
difficult for many to safely exit their cars. The addition of curbs along these two blocks would guarantee 25
customer-friendly parking spots. Currently, only about five parking spots are easy for visitors to access.

Twain Ave. poses a big opportunity for our NBD to truly become the connected, vibrant heart of Sayler Park.
Beyond the borders of the Business District, Sayler Park is a walkable neighborhood that enjoys the shelter of
mature trees. Creating broader sidewalks on Twain that include tree wells will not only beautify these blocks
but will be a visual invitation for pedestrians to spend time in the Business District as part of their recreational
walking route.

The current condition of the street also creates a disconnect between the businesses on its northeast corner
and the rest of the Business District. For example, The Historic Parkland Theatre is Cincinnati's oldest
functioning movie theater and was renovated with the help of City funds in 2008. Many showgoers visit the
theater and drive away without realizing their proximity to the other businesses our district has to offer.



These physical improvements will go a long way in creating a more aesthetically pleasing atmosphere for
merchants, shoppers and pedestrians along the eastern boundary of our business district. It will also achieve a
visual connectedness that is currently missing.

Making the planned improvements to Twain Ave. will not only create much needed additional parking
for the businesses that border this street, but more importantly, will help the NBD achieve the same
welcoming walkability that the rest of the neighborhood boasts. Whether visitors arrive in the NBD by
car or on foot, the updates to Twain Ave. will encourage them to explore the district and visit more
businesses beyond their primary destination. The NBD is quite compact and, geographically, very
walkable. However, the poor condition of Twain Ave. creates barriers — both visual and physical — to
visitors discovering all the merchants, entertainment venues and service providers Sayler Park has to
offer. Making the needed changes will be a big turning point in returning the business district to its roots
as the active, vibrant heart of the neighborhood.
